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There are many different planting and staking techniques. While certain situations require specialized detail,
the procedures shown here are based on some of the most recent studies on successful planting.
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Dig a hole that will accommodate only the 
lower half of the rootball. The top of the r oot-
ball should be at least half way above the soil 
level. In heavy clay or excessively wet areas,
plant more of the rootball above the soil level. 

Surround the upper half of the r ootball with 
Gardner & Bloome Potting Soil or Gardner & 
Bloome Rose Mix, then amend with either Dr.
Earth All Purpose Fertilizer and Gro-Power Soil 
Conditioning Fertilizer -or - Gro-Power Tablets.

Mulch :  Cocoa Mulch is our mulch of choice. 
Be aware this product will form a white moldy 
surface. This mold is beneficial & will subside in 
a couple of weeks. Make sure to keep the area
around the trunk clear to pr event crown rot.

To ensure proper upright development use a 
triple staking method. Secur e the tree ties at the 
lowest point necessary to hold the tr ee upright. 
While your tree should be securely supported to 
the stakes, it is important that the tr ee can flex 
and move freely a small degree.
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
